RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR THE
WHITE MARSH RECREATION COUNCIL
BRYAN THOMAS PALMER MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

Any candidate for a scholarship must make formal application to the White Marsh
Recreation Council Board of Directors by April 1.

The following criteria shall be used to determine the recipients of the Bryan Thomas
Palmer Memorial Scholarship (BTPMS):

a. The applicant’s participation in a White Marsh Recreation Council program;

b. Volunteer service done for the White Marsh Recreation Council or other
community organization;

c. The high school extra-curricular activities of the applicant; and

d. The academic performance, awards and honors of the applicant.

All awarded funding shall be available for use in any accredited institution of higher
education.

4. A draft on the BTPMS in the amount of the award shall be presented to the recipient
directly, to be used in the following manner:

a. Dormitory room and board,;
b. Tuition and fees; and
c. Books or educational material.

Satisfactory proof of the recipient’s enrollment in college may be required. If the
recipient chooses not to enroll in an accredited institution of higher education, the
award is to be returned to the BTPMS.

This scholarship is available only to high school seniors. All monies must be used in
the fall semester following graduation from high school. A student may only receive
this award once.

All decisions on scholarship selection by the White Marsh Recreation Council Board
shall be final.

The BTPMS is set up as a point system based on the above criteria (see #2).
